DERBYSHIRE’S DALEDIVAS ON BBC’S “LAST CHOIR STANDING”
New Derbyshire chorus DaleDiva has been selected to appear at one of two live Big Screen events organised as part of BBC hit Saturday night show Last Choir Standing.

The Cromford-based women’s group, which only formed nine months ago, is one of just four choirs chosen nationally to perform at the events in Derby and Hull.

Musical director Ally Law sent a photo and CD recording of DaleDiva’s work to programme producers and immediately got a call inviting her singers to take part.
The Cromford mum-of-one (39) said: “I couldn’t believe it! Since we started in November the chorus has gone from strength to strength. This is a huge opportunity for DaleDiva and we have every intention of making Derbyshire proud.”
Leading choral director Mike Brewer OBE will kick off the free live event in Derby Market Place on Saturday 16 August with a mass singing workshop at 3pm.
DaleDiva will then take the stage to perform four songs from their repertoire chosen by the show’s producers. The performance will also be shown up on the Big Screen in the Market Place and posted on the BBC’s Last Choir Standing website.

DaleDiva sings a variety of pop, show tune and classical numbers in unaccompanied four-part harmony style and currently has 52 members aged from 20 to 80 from around Derbyshire including Belper, Chesterfield, Derby, Wirksworth, Matlock and Ambergate.
And they’re inviting budding divas to be part of the excitement too by taking part in their ‘Fame for a Day!’ workshop at Anthony Gell School in Wirksworth on Saturday 6 September from 10am to 5.45pm. Applicants will be invited to learn the song ‘Fame!’ at home with the help of a teaching CD before receiving tuition on vocal and visual skills on the day. All their hard work will then be rewarded with the chance to sing the song in an end of workshop performance. 
“It will be a terrific opportunity for women of all ages to find out how much fun singing together in four-part harmony can be,“ Ally said. “You don’t have to read music, won’t have to sing on your own and don’t even need to have any singing experience. This is going to be a great day full of fun, laughter and harmony. Places are limited so book early!”
